TOTAL ALLEGIANCE

In previous weeks we have seen how the theme of covenant—
as a preparation for the baptismal covenant celebrated at
Easter—occupies an important place in our cycle of Lenten
readings. The notion of covenant as a relationship between
two parties carries with it an expectation of mutual
accountability and fidelity to the terms of the covenant. When
God forged the covenant with the Jewish people on Mt. Sinai,
it was a pledge of God’s protection, and it would forever
permit them familiar access as the Chosen People. For their
part, the Jewish people were to observe the dictates of the law,
summarized most succinctly here in the form of the Ten
Commandments. To be in a covenantal relationship with the
Lord God requires an exclusive relationship, just as
discipleship with Jesus—ritualized in baptism—demands a
total allegiance to him and none other.

“THE LAW OF THE LORD IS PERFECT ...”

For pious Jews in first-century Palestine, the Mosaic Law
prescribed the way every action in life is dedicated to God.
Today’s reading from Exodus tells how the Ten Commandments,
the introduction to this larger legal code, is given to Israel as a
gift from God.

In the Gospels Jesus is portrayed as a rabbi, or someone learned
in the Law. A rabbi’s learning ideally included both the precepts
of the Law and its reverent contemplation as a divine gift, within
which one could hear God’s own voice. This was the way rabbis
through the centuries used the Law to adapt to changing
circumstances. This seems to be what Jesus was doing with the
moneychangers in the temple.

JESUS, THE LAW, THE JEWS—AND US

When Jesus accused the moneychangers of sacrilege and cleared
them out of the temple, the onlookers asked for a sign of his
authority to do such a thing. After all, wasn’t it a sacrilege to
purchase animals for sacrifice with pagan coins? Wasn’t this how
the Jews adapted to Roman rule? Jesus says nothing about that;
he only knows that this commercial activity inside the temple
was a sacrilege. Elsewhere in the Gospels Jesus is criticized for
not being strict enough with the Law, as when he ate with
prostitutes and tax collectors, but here he is prescribing
something stricter, something “more.”

Jesus is doing something extraordinary, contrary to ordinary
practice, prompting the onlookers to request a sign, evidence that
God is acting here through Jesus. His insistence that the
moneychangers depart, his clear vision regarding “my Father’s
house,” and his cryptic reference to himself as a temple, are signs
of his contemplative intimacy with his Father that is the source of
his authority about the Law.

Catholics, like first-century Jews, have our regular means for
living in God’s presence. We have the liturgy, sacraments,
devotions, and personal prayer. During Lent, we are asked to be
a little stricter with ourselves, listening for God’s own voice. If
we do, we might discover that we, too, are being called to
something “more.”

LEALTAD TOTAL

En semanas anteriores hemos visto como el tema de la
alianza, en preparacion para la alianza bautismal que se
celebra en Semana Santa, ocupa un lugar importante en
nuestro ciclo de lecturas de Cuaresma. La nocién de una
alianza como una relacion entre dos partes lleva consigo la
expectativa de la responsabilidad mutua y la fidelidad a los
términos del pacto. Cuando Dios forjo la alianza con el
pueblo judio en el monte Sinai, se trataba de una promesa
de la proteccion de Dios, y que siempre les permitiria el
acceso familiar como Pueblo Escogido. Por su parte, el
pueblo judio deberia observar los requisitos de la ley, que
se resumen aqui en los Diez Mandamientos. Para estar en
una relacion de pacto con el Sefior Dios requiere una
relacion exclusiva, al igual que ser discipulo de Jestis —que
expresamos ritualmente en el Bautismo— exige una total
lealtad a El y a ningfin otro.

“LALEY DEL SENOR ES PERFECTA ...”

Para los judios piadosos de la Palestina del siglo I, 1a Ley
mosaica prescribia la forma en que cada accion de la vida se
dedicaba a Dios. La lectura del libro del Exodo nos dice como los
Diez Mandamientos, la introduccion a esta Ley amplia, se le da a
Israel como un regalo por parte de Dios.

En los evangelios, Jests es representado como un rabino, o
alguien que estudio la Ley. El conocimiento de un rabino
idealmente incluia tanto los preceptos de la Ley como su
contemplacion reverente como regalo de Dios, dentro de la cual
uno podia escuchar la propia voz de Dios. Esta era la forma en
que los rabinos a través de los siglos utilizaron la Ley para
adaptarse a las circunstancias cambiantes. Esto parece ser lo que
Jesus estaba haciendo con los cambistas en el Templo.

JESUS, LALEY, LOS JUDIOS Y NOSOTROS

Cuando Jests acusé a los cambistas de profanacion y los saco del
Templo, los mirones preguntaron con qué autoridad hacia tal
cosa. Después de todo, ;qué no era un sacrilegio comprar
animales para los sacrificios y pagar con monedas paganas? ;No
fue asi como los judios adoptaron el mandato romano? Jestis no
dice nada acerca de eso, ¢l s6lo sabe que ese tipo de comercio
dentro del Templo era un sacrilegio. En otras partes del
Evangelio a Jests se le critica por que no es lo suficiente estricto
con la Ley, asi como cuando come con prostitutas y recaudadores
de impuestos, pero aqui estd indicando algo “mas”.

Jesus esta haciendo algo extraordinario, contrario a la practica
ordinaria, provocando a los mirones que pidan una sefal, una
evidencia de que Dios esta obrando por medio de Jesus. Su
insistencia para que los cambistas se vayan, su vision clara sobre
“la casa de mi Padre” y su referencia enigmatica a ¢l mismo
como un templo, son signos de su intimidad contemplativa con su
Padre que es el origen de su autoridad sobre la Ley.

Los catolicos, como los judios del primer siglo, tienen nuestros
medios habituales para vivir en la presencia de Dios. Nosotros
tenemos la liturgia, los sacramentos, las devociones y la oracion
personal. Durante la Cuaresma, se nos pide que seamos un poco
mas estrictos con nosotros mismos, escuchando la propia voz de
Dios. Si lo hacemos, podriamos descubrir que nosotros también

estamos llamados a algo “mas”.

Lenten Regulations
(from February 17,2021
[Ash Wednesday] to
the Paschal Triduum)

Abstinence from meat is to be observed by
all Catholics in good health 14 years old and
older on Ash Wednesday and on all the
Fridays of Lent. Fasting is to be observed on
Ash Wednesday by all Catholics in good

health who are 18 years of age but not yet 59.

Those who are bound by this may take only
one full meal. Two smaller meals are
permitted if necessary to maintain strength
according to one’s needs but eating solid
foods between meals is not permitted. The
special Paschal fast, as well as abstinence,
are prescribed for Good Friday and
encouraged for Holy Saturday.

Se
permiten dos comidas mas pequenas si es
necesario para mantener la fuerza de acuerdo
con las necesidades de uno, pero no se permite
comer alimentos sélidos entre comidas. El
ayuno pascual especial, asi como la
abstinencia, se prescriben para el Viernes
Santo y se alientan para el Sabado Santo.

“Angels Unawares” sculpture on display in Miami

A traveling bronze, life-sized sculpture entitled “Angels Unawares” is now on display at Miami’s Bayfront Park,
301 Biscayne Blvd., until April 8.

Pope Francis unveiled the original sculpture, created by Canadian artist Timothy Schmalz, in St. Peter’s Square
on Sept. 29, 2019, the 105th World Day of Migrants and Refugees.

Like the original, the replica weighs 3.5 tons and is 20-feet long. It features indigenous people, Jews fleeing
Nazi Germany, Joseph, Mary and Jesus, people from war-torn countries, and Mother Frances Xavier Cabrini, patroness
of immigrants, among many others. Above the 140 refugees crowded on the raft are the wings of an angel, a reference
to the sculpture’s name and to the New Testament’s Hebrews 13:2: “Do not neglect hospitality, for through it some
have unknowingly entertained angels unawares.”

Escultura "Angels Unawares' en exhibicion en Miami

Una escultura itinerante de bronce de tamafio natural titulada "Angels Unawares” (Angeles sin saberlo) se exhibe ahora
en el Bayfront Park de Miami, 301 Biscayne Blvd., donde permanecera hasta el 8 de abril.
El Papa Francisco dio a conocer la escultura original, creada por el artista canadiense Timothy Schmalz, en la Plaza de
San Pedro el 29 de septiembre de 2019, el 105° Dia Mundial de los Migrantes y Refugiados.
Al igual que el original, la réplica pesa 3,5 toneladas y mide 20 pies de largo. Cuenta con indigenas, judios que huyen
de la Alemania nazi, José, Maria y Jesus, personas de paises devastados por la guerra y la madre Frances Xavier
Cabrini, patrona de los inmigrantes, entre muchos otros. En el medio de los 140 refugiados apifiados en la balsa hay
alas de angel, una referencia al nombre de la escultura y a Hebreos 13: 2 del Nuevo Testamento: "Y no se olviden de
practicar la hospitalidad, ya que por ella, algunos han hospedado angeles sin saberlo".
