THE NEW COVENANT

Today’s first reading is an enormously important passage,
not only in the history of the Jewish people, but also for us as
disciples of Jesus, who see in it a foreshadowing of the
Christian dispensation. The prophet announces that God has
chosen to forgive the people, and that as a sign of divine
forgiveness a new covenant will be established. Contrasting the
new covenant with the one made with Moses on Mount Sinai,
Jeremiah says that the new covenant will be written on the
people’s hearts rather than on tablets of stone. No longer will
the community’s tradition be the sole bearer of the covenant;
henceforth, God will speak directly and personally to each
individual, forgiving sin and calling for a return to God in
faithfulness. No longer will mere outward compliance with the
dictates of the Law suffice; henceforth, God asks for an
obedience that springs from the depths of one’s heart.

Precisely that kind of obedience is highlighted in today’s
second reading, where the author of the Letter to the
Hebrews describes Jesus as the mediator of the new
covenant whose obedience has made him the source of
salvation for all who, in turn, obey him.

JEREMIAH: LOOKING BEYOND EXILE AND SUFFERING

The readings today remind us how close we are to
Easter—only two weeks from now. They also remind us that
the path to resurrection and Easter always includes suffering
and death. The prophet Jeremiah spent his whole life
proclaiming the word of God to kings who would not listen.
As an old man, he saw Jerusalem defeated and the
inhabitants taken into exile. Jeremiah himself suffered in
being left behind, but in today’s reading, he is looking
beyond those sufferings to a time when the previously
disobedient people would be transformed and live in
harmony with God’s law.

LOOKING FOR JESUS, FINDING THE CROSS

In the Gospel reading, friends of Philip come to him
and ask about meeting Jesus. When Philip and Andrew take
the request to Jesus, he begins a cryptic discourse on
discipleship, transformation, and divine judgment. We never
hear whether Philip’s friends got to personally meet Jesus.
Perhaps they simply blended in with the crowd.

Jesus says, “[Wlhen I am lifted up from the earth, I
will draw everyone to myself.” The narrator says that Jesus’
words indicate how he will die; the readers already know
Jesus will be crucified. Jesus also speaks of divine judgment
driving out the world’s rulers and of the need to be
transformed, like a seed growing into a productive plant. He
warns about loving our life and losing it. Unlike Jeremiah’s
detailed vision, Jesus only hints at what kind of transformed
life his death will bring.

What if we, like Philip’s friends, want to get close to
Jesus? Does that mean that the discourse on death and
judgment is addressed to us? If Jesus will draw everyone to
himself as he is “lifted up,” does being closer to him mean
joining him on his cross? (Do we want to be that close to
Jesus?) Do we want to be transformed? If we say “yes,” the
liturgy these next two weeks can show us the only way the
Church knows to get closer to Jesus: to be willing to be
“lifted up” with him in his suffering—and in our own.

EL NUEVO PACTO

La primera lectura de hoy es un paso muy importante, en la
historia del pueblo judio y también para nosotros como discipulos
de Jesus que ven en ella un anuncio de la dispensacion cristiana.
El profeta anuncia que Dios ha escogido perdonar al pueblo, y
que como un signo del perdon divino se establecera una nueva
alianza. Contrastando la nueva alianza con la que Dios hizo con
Moisés en el Monte Sinai, Jeremias dice que el nuevo pacto sera
inscrito en el corazon del pueblo y no en tablas de piedra. Ya no
serd la tradicion de la comunidad la unica portadora de la alianza;
a partir de ahora, Dios hablara directa y personalmente a cada
individuo, perdonando el pecado y pidiendo un retorno a El en
fidelidad. Ya no bastara el mero cumplimiento de los dictados
externos de la ley; a partir de ahora, Dios pide una obediencia que
brota de lo mas profundo de nuestro corazon.

Precisamente ese tipo de obediencia se destaca en la
segunda lectura de hoy, donde el autor de la Carta a los Hebreos
describe a Jesus como el mediador del nuevo pacto, cuya
obediencia ha hecho de ¢l la fuente de salvacion para todos los
que, a su vez, le obedecen.

JEREMIAS: MIRANDO MAS ALLA DEL
EXILIO Y SUFRIMIENTO

Las lecturas de hoy nos recuerdan lo cerca que
estamos de la Pascua, ya dentro de dos semanas. También nos
recuerdan que el camino hacia la resurreccion y la Pascua
siempre incluye el sufrimiento y la muerte. El profeta Jeremias
paso toda su vida proclamando la palabra de Dios a reyes que
no lo escuchaban. Siendo ya un anciano, él vio a la ciudad de
Jerusalén derrotada y a sus habitantes llevados al exilio. El
propio Jeremias suftio al ser dejado atras, pero en la lectura de
hoy, estd mirando mas alla de esos sufrimientos en un tiempo
en el que el pueblo anteriormente desobediente se
transformaria y viviria en armonia con la ley de Dios.

BUSCANDO A JESUS, ENCONTRANDO LA CRUZ

En la lectura del Evangelio, amigos de Felipe se
acercaron a ¢l para pedirle una cita con Jesus. Cuando Felipe y
Andrés le presentan a Jesus esta peticion, Jesus empieza un
discurso enigmatico acerca del discipulado, la transformacion
y el juicio divino. Nunca escuchamos si los amigos de Felipe
llegaron a conocer personalmente a Jesus. Quiza simplemente
se mezclaron con la multitud.

Jesus dice: “Cuando sea levantado de la tierra, atraeré
a todos hacia mi”. El narrador dice que las palabras de Jests
indican cémo €l iba a morir; los lectores ya saben que Jesus
sera crucificado. Jesus también habla del juicio divino que
expulsa a los gobernantes del mundo y la necesidad de ser
transformado, como una semilla fructifera. El advierte sobre el
amor a nuestra vida y la pérdida de esta. A diferencia de la
vision detallada de Jeremias, Jesus solo insintia qué tipo de
vida transformada traerd su muerte.

LY sinosotros, como los amigos de Felipe,
quisiéramos acercarnos a Jesus? ;Significa eso que el discurso
sobre la muerte y el juicio esta dirigido a nosotros? Si Jesus
atrae a todos hacia si mismo cuando es “levantado”, ;significa
que estar mas cerca de ¢l significa unirse a él en su cruz?
(¢Queremos estar muy cerca de Jestis?) ;Queremos ser
transformados? Si decimos “si”, la liturgia de estas dos
semanas puede mostrarnos la inica manera que la Iglesia
conoce para acercarse a Jesus: estar dispuestos a ser
“levantados” con €l en su sufrimiento y en el nuestro.

“Angels Unawares” sculpture on display in Miami
A traveling bronze, life-sized sculpture entitled “Angels Unawares” is now on display at Miami’s Bayfront
Park, 301 Biscayne Blvd., until April 8.

Pope Francis unveiled the original sculpture, created by Canadian artist Timothy Schmalz, in St.
Peter’s Square on Sept. 29, 2019, the 105th World Day of Migrants and Refugees.

Like the original, the replica weighs 3.5 tons and is 20-feet long. It features indigenous people, Jews
fleeing Nazi Germany, Joseph, Mary and Jesus, people from war-torn countries, and Mother Frances Xavier
Cabrini, patroness of immigrants, among many others. Above the 140 refugees crowded on the raft are the
wings of an angel, a reference to the sculpture’s name and to the New Testament’s Hebrews 13:2: “Do not
neglect hospitality, for through it some have unknowingly entertained angels unawares.”

Escultura "Angels Unawares' en exhibicion en Miami

Una escultura itinerante de bronce de tamafio natural titulada "Angels Unawares” (Angeles sin saberlo) se
exhibe ahora en el Bayfront Park de Miami, 301 Biscayne Blvd., donde permanecerd hasta el 8 de abril.
El Papa Francisco dio a conocer la escultura original, creada por el artista canadiense Timothy Schmalz, en
la Plaza de San Pedro el 29 de septiembre de 2019, el 105° Dia Mundial de los Migrantes y Refugiados.
Al igual que el original, la réplica pesa 3,5 toneladas y mide 20 pies de largo. Cuenta con indigenas, judios
que huyen de la Alemania nazi, José, Maria y Jesus, personas de paises devastados por la guerra y la madre
Frances Xavier Cabrini, patrona de los inmigrantes, entre muchos otros. En el medio de los 140 refugiados
apifiados en la balsa hay alas de 4ngel, una referencia al nombre de la escultura y a Hebreos 13: 2 del Nuevo
Testamento: "Y no se olviden de practicar la hospitalidad, ya que por ella, algunos han hospedado angeles
sin saberlo".
